And in 2018, when Baker’s rainbow flag 
was about to turn 40, they made a 
permanent place for the bottle in the 
Absolut family as a symbol and 
celebration of their long and strong 
support to the LGBTQ+ community.

RYTHM cannabis created this version of 
their product to honor the late Gilbert 
Baker.

THE  “RAINBOW  FLAG”

The COLORS and their MEANING:
PINK - sex 
RED - life 

ORANGE - healing 
YELLOW - the sun 

GREEN - nature 
TURQUOISE - art and magic 

BLUE - serenity 
PURPLE - the spirit

A Replica of the original eight-color rainbow flag.

The following year, the PINK and TURQUOISE were taken out of 
the design, “due to cost and display considerations.”
